I. Attend Jesus’ Party...It’s Great!  Amos 8:11-12; Matthew 4:4; John 6:35 NIV; 1 Peter 2:2

Similarities between spiritual hunger and physical hunger:

• Hunger is a sign of health!  Matthew 5:6

• Hunger morphs as you become spiritually mature.  1 Corinthians 3:1-2 NLT

Connect, Learn and Grow so strong that you become a self-feeder!  Hebrews 5:13-14

• Healthy hunger is satisfied in various ways.

• Spiritual Health requires a balanced diet.

• Healthy hunger can be damaged.  Proverbs 10:3

II. Avoid Lame Excuses...They’re Dangerous.

Different excuses that people gave Jesus:

• The “finances first” excuse.  Ezekiel 7:19 NIV; Matthew 16:26

• The “fun first” excuse.

Following Jesus is the most fulfilling way to live...but it’s not always the most exciting way 

to live.  Luke 9:23

• The “family first” excuse.

You decide whether your spiritual life will be average, above average or below average when you pick 

your spouse!  2 Corinthians 6:14 NIV

Two things you must do if you dream of a spiritually compatible marriage:

1. Make a list of the spiritual traits you’re looking for in a spouse...list their spiritual character first...don’t compromise. 

2. Keep yourself sexually pure until you marry. 

III. Host Jesus’ Party by Inviting Everybody! 

Two things we should learn about Jesus from this story: 

1. His party won’t stop because someone refuses to come.

2. Jesus wants His party filled...and we can’t stop giving invitations until it is!
