I. Warning #1: Don’t Put Your Confidence in Human Institutions; You Trust God.

“My soul finds rest in God alone; my salvation comes from Him. He alone is my rock and my salvation; He is
my fortress, I will not be shaken.”  Psalm 62:1-2   

II. Warning # 2: Don’t Be Deceived by False Prophets; You Stay Calm.

The Bible talks about two kinds of false prophets about the Second Coming:

• Skeptics who assert: There is no second coming...He’s never coming back. We make our Heaven here
on earth.

• Sensationalists who exploit the Second Coming and terrify believers by predicting it’s right around the
corner!
